Elementary teachers will pre-
schedule conferences for that day.  CCA’s Eagle’s Nest Program will be open for those 
students who are currently enrolled in the program.  If your child is not enrolled in 
after care and you would like to utilize their services on February 15th, you will need 
to submit a Drop-In Form and pay the required fee at least a day before the services 
are needed.  Elementary students who will not be attending the after care program 
must be picked up by 12:00 p.m. or your account will be charged $1.00 per minute. 
 

New Re-Enrollment Date – Re-enrollment packets for the 2012-2013 school year will be 
sent home on Wednesday, February 15th.  All who re-enroll during the special re-
enrollment time will receive an Instant Rebate Coupon good for $25.00 off the re-

enrollment fee of $75.00.  The Re-enrollment Instant Rebate Coupon expires on March 
9th, the night of our Open House Meet Celebration.   
 

School Picture Day – Lifetouch Studios will be at CCA on Friday, February 17th to 
photograph our students.  Pictures may be taken in casual attire.  Please make sure that 
you follow our dress down policy.  Shoes that light up or have other special effects 
cannot be worn on this day.
